    
The District will support a 2010-100th year Anniversary Honor Guard. 
Beginning on January1, 2010, George Rogers Clark District added the positions of Honor Guard Captain, Assistant Captains and Honor Guard Scouts to its list of troop leadership positions offered at the District level. Scouts who have earned at least the First Class rank are eligible for the Captain position. District Honor Guard Scouts are selected from units (Pack & Troops) only within the district. All scouts in office will hold the position for six months.
Leadership Development
The Boy Scout program encourages boys to learn and practice leadership skills. Every Boy Scout has the opportunity to participate in both shared and total leadership situations.
Understanding the concepts of leadership helps a boy accept the leadership role of others and guides him toward the citizenship aim of Scouting.
Serving as the Honor Guard Captain, Assistant Captain, and District Honor Guard Scout by performing all necessary responsibilities will allow the scout to develop and demonstrate his leadership skills. It also will allow him to act as a role model to other scouts, whether they are in his troop, another troop, pack, or District/Council event.

Honor Guard Responsibilities
The Honor Guard Captain will:
· Take possession of the District U.S. flag and bring them to each meeting. 

· Recruit two other scouts as Assistant Honor Guard Captains. 
· Hold meetings to participate and develop color guard and honor guard programs. 

· Demonstrate for troops and any interested patrol the proper way to fold the flag. 

· Remind the troop to fly the flag for upcoming holiday and what the purpose of the holiday is. 

· Lead the flag ceremony at troop meetings and Courts of Honor. 

· Assist in training his successor. (Lead District Honor Guard) 
The Honor Guard Assistant Captains will:
· Support Captain and Honor Guard Program by leading example and conducting uniform inspections, support leading meetings, phone tree and recruitment  
· Wear the class "A" uniform. (In additional GRC Honor Guard Uniform) 
· Coordinate honor guard uniforms for all honor guard scouts. (See attached photo)
· Display appropriate body language. 

· Behave and display proper skills at all times. (Live by Scout Law) 
· Explain what "half staff" and "half mast" are and when they are used, as well as other flag protocols required during the year or by events.   

· Demonstrate appropriate respect throughout the time they are performing their color guard duties. 

· Be available to perform at civic events. 
The Honor Guard Scouts will: 
· Support Captain and Honor Guard Program by leading example and passing uniform inspections. 
· Display appropriate body language. 

· Behave and display proper skills at all times. 
· Be willing to learn about events listed below and offer support when requested. 

· Be able to learn all flag ceremonies, flag retirements, funeral services, and parade formats.
· Demonstrate appropriate respect throughout the time they are performing their color guard duties. 

· Be available to perform at civic events. 
· Follow District Honor Guard Protocols.  (Meeting and Event Requirements)   

While Performing Color Guard Duty, Honor Guard Scouts must be able to complete the following:
Standard Flag Ceremony and Event List Below
Color Guard Captain:
1. "Please stand for the Presentation of Colors." (Said before flag enters room.) 

2. "Scouts, Attention." (All Scouts stand at attention.) 

3. "Color Guard, Attention." 

4. "Color Guard, Advance." (Color Guard advances to stage or flag pole, U.S. Flag is first in line.) 

5. "Color Guard, Halt." 

6. "Color Guard, Post the Colors." (Color Guard posts the Colors. The U.S. Flag is the first to be posted, and the first to be retrieved.) 

7. "Scouts Salute." (The Color Guard stays at attention. Color Guard Captain and Scouts Salute.) 

8. Color Guard Captain leads Pledge of Allegiance. After completion of the Pledge, Color Guard Captain gives the Command "Two." Upon this command, scouts lower their arm smartly to their side from the salute. 
9. Conduct service for any event at this time. 
10. "Color Guard, Retreat." 

11. "Color Guard, Halt." 

12. "Color Guard, Dismissed."
